· Information brought to the board for consideration of a future potential upgrade for the loader plow blade. The current 8’ straight blade on the loader with heavier snows slows down plowing due to jumping making it difficult when plowing in heavy wet lake‑effect snow, gravel drives, or paved residential routes. Transitioning to a 12’ heavy duty V-plow would be more efficient and greatly improve plowing. An approximate cost to replace the current straight plow with the V-plow would be $37,895. Board to keep under consideration for future budget planning.
